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PREFACE

When the first edition of this handbook was written by the late A. A.
Dewey in 1966 we said that an up to date listing of the meter stamps of
Great Britain had been needed for some time, particularly as the whole
world catalogue published by S. D. Barfoot and Werner Simon in 1953 had
not, because of complications, been re-issued.

This need is still with us and has been accentuated by the appearence
in Great Britain and Eire of many new types and by the introduction of a
decimal currency, resulting in new designs for existing machines and also
in some new numbering systems.

We have left the listings in the main as they were in the first, 1966
edition, with of course additions and corrections where these are necessary.
The meters in decimal currency form almost a separate group and follow on,
with some notes on the change-over period.
