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Brief details of all the different makes and types of machines used in
Great Britain (end Eire) are listed in advance of the cataloguing, to save
repetition. The letters shown between (( .. )) before the nanes are the
key-letters included in the frank dies, as mentioned earlier. A "+" after
the initial letter signifies a Continuation Letter (see under ‘'Numbering of
Machines" below, page 13). We list the types under the name of the maker.

At the time of the preparation for decimal currency in Great Britain
and the introduction of a new design Messrs Pitney Bowes introduced new
prefix of key-letters for their machines. Where appropriate these are
shown beglow the original key-letters. .

(1) DMachines manufactured by the Pitney-Bowes Postal Meter Coupany -
later renamed Pitney-Bowes Inc. - of Stamford, Conn., in the United States
of America, and marketed in Great Britain by Postage Meters and Machines
Co., Ltd., of London (merged in 1929 with Universal Postal Frankers Ltd.)

((PB)) PITNEY-BOWES MODELS A, B, etc. (F.V., single-value)

These were the first machines licenced in this country, September
1922, and were used extensively in the U.S.A. and Canada. They had to be
used in conjunction with a large "mailing machine" which was capable of
sealing the envelope franked. Although each meter was capable of print-
ing only one value, any number of meters, printing the same or different
values, could be used with one mailing machine. The date is in the form

and is made up.of loose type so that any part or the whole may be mis-
placed or inverted. Uith the earlier of these meters, slogans had to be
printed at a separate operation; see page 15.

These meters, introduced in 1935, have to be used with a "mailing
machine" like the Model A etc. The same remarks apply to the dates.
All however can print a slogan alongside the townmark.

Original MNumbering: P 1 to P 100, PA 1 to PA 100, PC 1 to PC 100
and upvards. (with frank design B, the machine
No. 2 had key-letters "PB" by mistake.)

Nurbering after decimalisation : PBC 001 A upwards (all converted
