"Universal Multi-Value" machines were designated the "Frankopost Midget" and
"Frankopost Multi-Value", but collectors have continued to know them by the
old names.

((NZ)) TUNIVERSAL N.Z. MODEL. (F.V., & values)

Based on the machine invented and developed in New Zealand from 1904
onwards by Ernest Moss, and licenced in Great Britain almost simultaneously
with the first Pitney Bowes machines. In the early years of experiment,
these machines used a great many varieties of townmark. They were
superseded by the "Midget" in 1926, but some continued in use until 1958 or
later.

Mumbering: (design A omitted the key-letters) NZ 1 upwards in each
town independently - see page 13.
