The old machines with the key-letters PB had almost all fallen out of
use by the early 1960's, and the letters were therefore re-allocated to

The 4-bank model as introduced ran as
usual to 99/11% but the 3-bank ran to 10/113 instead of the usual 9/11%.
The continuation letter was appended to the number.
